• Aid in monitoring the dress code of your students. 

• Encourage participation and promptness by setting an example. 

• College students coming with your group who are under age 21and not a 
sponsor do not have to be included in your student ratio. For example, if you 
bring 5 high school boys and 4 college-aged boys, you will only need 1 male 
sponsor since the 4 college boys don’t count in the sponsor-to-student ratio.
